Abstract

The development of Athens after 1834 was directly influenced
by the location of public buildings. From the moment the Royal
Palace was located eccentrically in relation to the old city, it
provoked a general unequal distribution of all public buildings,
with negative consequences for the equilibrated development of
the old city. Therefore, it was attempted, not very successfully, to
disperse public buildings in order to obtain some balance. Apart
from that, the urban development of Athens was also influenced by
the urban tissue's bordering through public buildings. Finally, their
location seems also to have defined the location where the events of
Athenian social life were taking place.

1. INTRODUCTION

The present article’s originality lies in the use of
unpublished sources from the Public Record. Its actuality
becomes evident from the everlasting issue of the impact of
a public building’s location on the development of an urban
area. The present article describes the situation under King
Otto.

2. THE LOCATION OF THE MOST
IMPORTANT PUBLIC BUILDING: THE
ROYAL PALACE

The development of the city of Athens after the
establishment there of the Greek capital in 1834 was
directly influenced by the location of public buildings and
especially that of the Royal Palace. The conception about
the advantages of the location as close to the Royal Palace
as possible was initially expressed by the accumulation of
private constructions, and especially those of the bourgeois,
in the direct neighbourhood of the royal residence.

3. THE CONSEQUENCES OF THE FINAL
LOCATION OF THE ROYAL PALACE IN
ATHENS’ URBAN DEVELOPMENT

The Royal Palace, initially holding a central position in
the first plan elaborated for Athens by the Greek architect
Stamatios Kleanthis with his German colleague Eduard
Schaubert (fig.1), was displaced to a location clearly
eccentric, at first westerly, according to the second plan, that
of Leo von Klenze (fig.2). In the end, though, it was decided
to build it at the east end of the city (fig.3). That constituted
the spark for the further upsetting of the balance between
the functions of the city and the buildings related to them, as
was proved by the future development of Athens. Since the
public buildings were the expression in space par excellence
of state power and therefore also that of the dominant class,
it was natural that the location of public buildings of Athens
was directly connected to the location of the bourgeois
residences in a two-way relation. Thus, from the moment
the issue of the Royal Palace’s location was solved -and,
consequently, that of the location of bourgeois residences
- in practice the issue of the public buildings’ distribution in
the urban tissue was also decided, especially of those most
directly related to the upper classes, as an expression of their
ideology and their values.

4. PROPOSITIONS FOR THE PUBLIC
BUILDINGS’ DISPERSION

The influence of the unequal distribution of public
buildings had been realized early, as well as its negative
consequences on the city’s balanced development. Therefore,
the intention was expressed to build public buildings of any
kind in “underprivileged” areas, in order to achieve a certain
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balance. The lack of funds, though, did not permit the right
action to be taken in time by the Greek state.

5. THE URBAN TISSUE’S BORDERING
THROUGH PUBLIC BUILDINGS

Another way in which the urban development of Athens
was influenced by public buildings was the urban tissue’s
bordering through them. A typical example is the complex
of the Royal Palace and its garden, which in the case of the
plan by Kleanthis and Schaubert is located on the basic axis
of the city’s predicted expansion, namely towards the north.
This location was limiting the area for the city’s expansion
between this complex and the Acropolis. In contrast, in the
Klenze plan the complex’s location is much more discreet,
not being interpolated in any axis of development. In the
first plan, the axially located garden of the Royal Palace is
defined by a symmetrical network of tree-files, paths, lawns,
fountains and waterfalls. It is the so-called French park,
while in contrast the romantic park, the so-called English
park, is characterized by its free disposition, which degrades
sensibly the sense of absolute power, expressed by the plan
of Kleanthis and Schaubert.

The final application of Friedrich von Gdrtner’s plan for
the Royal Palace led to the creation of a “closed” garden,
immediately behind the building. Thus, this closed garden
plays the part of a limit to the city’s development in that
direction, in contrast to the “open” royal garden of the plan
by Kleanthis and Schaubert, which, at least with its shape,
constituted a reference point for the tracing of axis of the
city’s further expansion. The royal garden’s free disposition
perhaps indicates the abandonment of the idea of picturing
absolute power in the young Greek state’s capital. It may,

though, also have been due to other reasons, mainly financial,
which led to a gradual realisation of the plan, that last surely
being easier in the case of a free disposition.

6. RELATION OF THE PUBLIC
BUILDINGS’ LOCATION TO THE
CAPITAL’S SOCIAL LIFE

The location of public buildings seems also to have
played a part in the choice of the areas where the events of
the capital’s social life were taking place. Such areas were,
of course, mainly the squares, because of the larger space
they offered. It is worth mentioning that, while at first the
activities were concentrated within the limits of the old urban
network, the glamour of the most official public buildings
seems to have provoked a gradual displacement of the centre
of gravity of the Greek capital’s social life. Consequently,
the central squares of Athens followed the expansion of its
central area, which, in its turn, depended on the expansion of
public buildings.

7. CONCLUSIONS

As is demonstrated by the above facts, the creation of the
new city of Athens, because of the financial weakness of the
young Greek state and its consequent inability to control the
developments, took place as an interrelation of casual factors
and personal interests, in complete contradiction to generally
accepted principles of architectural and urban planning. The
consequences of this reality can be seen in the Greek capital
until today.
